
Objective:  

To learn the basics of the traditional Christian Easter story (and 
have fun!) 
 

Materials 

I 11 plastic Easter eggs;  

I Props to illustrate aspects of the Easter story (they need to be 
small enough to be each placed into an egg): piece of palm or 
other leaf; perfume sample or fabric with perfume on it, piece 
of bread, 3 dimes, sticks tied or glued into a cross, thorny 
branch, swatch of burlap, a nail, sponge piece, 7- 8 cloves, rock;  

I a book or prepared script telling the Easter story 

I If you want, you can also prepare additional eggs with some 
jelly beans in them. 

 

Preparation 

I Practice reading or telling the Easter story so that you are ready 
to share it.  Make sure that the story as you share it refers to 
each part for which you have a prop (you can leave out props 
or add in story bits in whatever manner works for you!). 

I Place each of the props into an egg.  Hide the eggs.  If you 
wish, you can also hide additional eggs with candy in them. 

 

Activity  

I Share the Easter story with the children.   

I Tell them that you have hidden Easter Eggs that will tell the 
story of Easter.  Invite the children to find the eggs and bring 
them back to the circle. 

I When everyone is reassembled, ask the children to tell the 
Easter story themselves, using the props that they have found.  

I A key to the meaning of the props is on the back. 
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Easter Egg Hunts seem to 
be the tradition that 
many Meetings keep at 
Easter time.  Friends who 
want to keep this tradi-
tion while also adding in 
the Christian Easter story 
may appreciate this sim-
ple activity.
